In the first term, the English Department
implemented a number of schemes and
programs with a view to raising students’
interest in learning English outside the
classroom.

In order to facilitate self-directed learning
as stated in the school’s major concerns,
an English Self-Directed Revision (SDR)
notebook was introduced
into the curriculum to
encourage students to
do revision regularly
and strategically. The
effectiveness of the
SDR notebook will be
thoroughly evaluated in
the second term.

Tapping into the latest cloud technology, the
English Passport went online for the first
time, resulting in better partiicpation rates
and more timely postiive reinforcement.

The first TTC English Debating Team was
established and three friendly matches
were held to prepare the members for
the public contests
in the second term.

The English Film Week was held in
November. A groundbreaking total of
384 students
participated in
the event, and
all enjoyed the
English movies.

In the first
term, these young leaders served as role
models, promoting the language to all
students and developing their interest and
confidence in the subject.

The Morning Chat Show was broadcast
regularly in the TV assembly to enrich
the English-speaking environment of the
school.

38 TTC students participated in the 2017
Hong Kong Speech Festival, with two
champions and two first runners-up, plus
a good number obtaining a Certificate of
Merit. The winners were Tsang Kwong Sing
(6D) and Ip Kei Tung (4D); the runners-up
were Leung Tin Lok Isaac (4D) and Kwok
Dick Sum (5D).

The Spellink League was held in the first
term. “Spellink” is a flexible and exciting
vocabulary game designed by our English
teachers to facilitate more enjoyable
vocabulary learning experiences within the
curriculum.

An intramural writing competition was held
to promote writing in the school.

The English Department was involved
in the establishment of a station in TTC
Information Day
2017. Two game
stalls were set up
and Augmented
Reality (AR)
technology was
used to introduce
the English
teaching and
learning at the
school.

Our English AR Displays
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The Cross-curricular English Resource
Center (CERC) was open to all students
every day during lunchtime and after school
to facilitate self-directed English learning
and raise their language awareness across
the curriculum.

The LAC Working Group established
cross-curricular English vocabulary display
boards in all junior form classrooms with
a view to facilitating vocabulary recycling
across the curriculum.

The LAC Working Group ran a good
number of LAC activities for junior form
students to raise their awareness of using
English to learn content subjects.

All these activities and programs have set
the scene for more learning autonomy and
self-directed learning among students, and
the effects of these measures are expected
to emerge in the second term.
