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2.1 English Learning

In the first term, the English Department
implemented a number of schemes and programs
with a view to raising students' interest in learning
English. The English Club, which meets every
Wednesday, is a platform for members to
collectively appreciate the aesthetic dimension of
the language and to practise their interaction skills
in a meaningful context. The Cross-curricular
English Resource Center (CERC) is open to all
students every day during lunchtime and after
school in order to facilitate self-access English



learning. At the English Corner every Tuesday
and Thursday, our NET runs a program entitled,
“An Appointment with Ms. Andrews”, where
students participate in small group discussions
with her. The English Prefect Team, which was
established at the beginning of the school year, is
responsible for planning, organizing and running
all the English activities in the school, and for
producing English TV programs to be broadcast
in TV assemblies. Through their contribution to
these activities, these young leaders can hone
their language skills as well as develop more
interest and confidence in the subject. All these
activities and programs, in conjunction with
the English Passport Scheme, English Builder
(an online learning platform) and the Reading
Scheme, have set the scene for more learning
autonomy and self-access learning among
students. The effects

2.2 Cross-curricular English
Resource Centre (CERC)
