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The English Department

1. Professional Training Workshop
for English teachers

The English Department ran a one-
day professional training workshop on
Teaching English through Workplace
Communication (offered by British
Council) for TTC’s English teachers. The
workshop was skillfully delivered with a
wide variety of practical teaching ideas
introduced to the participants.

2. Language Across the Curriculum (LAC)

(a)Cross-curricular Class Visits

In April, a cross-curricular class visit was
conducted among the Mathematics,
English and Science Departments to
facilitate professional development. A
post-conference was held to encourage
collective reflection and sharing of good
practices. Positive feedback was received.

(b)Professional Support

In May, Dr. Woo, an LAC professional
from the HKU, paid a visit to the school
to give suggestions on the planning,
implementation and evaluation of the LAC
development.

(c)Cross-curricular Activities

Two cross-curricular activities were held
in the last term of 2012/2013. In April,
an English program on mathematics was
held, and in May, an English activity on
science. The English Club worked with
the Science Club to deliver the latter. Both
the teachers and students involved were
very satisfied with the turnout.

3. The Word Champion in the
English Flea Market

The Word Champion (WC), a vocabulary
competition comprising a vocabulary
game circuit in which students participate
in various word games to compete for
the highest scores to become the word
champion of the school, was held on May
14 and May 16, 2013. It was the first time
for the English Department to embed this
popular event into the annual English Flea
Market. Discounts for products in the flea
market were given to students based on
their WC scores, and students had the
opportunity to purchase anything with
just $1. The turnout for this program was
unprecedentedly high (nearly 1,000 entries
in two days), and this integration of events
proved to be a success.

4. English Leadership Training Program

A leadership training program was
conducted for English Prefects in June.
The instructor from British Council
delivered a fabulous workshop on public
speaking and group discussion preparing
the leaders for the challenges to come.
